GRANT REQUESTS

Applying for a Grant from the American College of Bankruptcy Foundation

The American College of Bankruptcy Foundation (the “Foundation”) awards grants to individuals and organizations whose activities are consistent with the objectives of its mission and the mission of the American College of Bankruptcy (the “College”).  A grant application to the Foundation may at its request also be considered by the College, and an award in that event may be shared by the Foundation and the College.  A shared award will specify which entity is administrating the grant.

Deadlines

Applications for grants during a calendar year must be received by the Foundation on or before March 1 of the calendar year.

Mission

The Foundation solicits charitable contributions and provides funding to promote the ends of justice through educational and charitable activities by sponsorship and encouragement of legal research, publications, forums and the establishment of scholarships and to provide for the collection and maintenance of data and documents for scholarly research, by fostering the institution and maintenance of legal aid facilities for the indigent with respect to the administration of the rule of law as applied to bankruptcy and debtor/creditor rights and duties.

Preferred Activities

The Foundation prefers projects related to bankruptcy and debtor/creditor law that:

· Encourage and promote legal assistance to poor and disadvantaged people

· Encourage pro bono legal work

· Help members of the public understand their rights and obligations under the law

· Are new or innovative approaches that require “seed money” to launch

· Enhance the ethical and professional practice of bankruptcy and debtor/creditor law

· Strengthen the court system and the administration of insolvency laws

· Produce legal research, publications, and forums regarding bankruptcy and debtor/creditor laws

Excluded Activities
The Foundation does not grant awards for:

· Projects not involving bankruptcy law and its administration

· Propaganda, lobbying activities, or the election of public officials

· Fund raising benefits or mass appeal solicitations

· Continuing legal education programs, unless they are experimental or not self-supporting

· General operating expenses, unless allocated exclusively for a project

Instructions for Completing a Grant Application

Use the grant request form provided by the Foundation with no more than 2 pages of attachments

Submit only one application per calendar year

Send one original and three copies of the application typed in at least 12 point type

· Do not use spiral binding, folders or special covers

· If the applicant is an organization, provide a list of the governing members with telephone numbers and addresses.  If the applicant is an individual, provide all affiliations which may benefit from or otherwise relate to the purpose of the grant.

· Describe only the essential aspects of the project, without redundant elaborations.

Conditions of Foundation Grants

1. Grant awards must be used strictly in accordance with the proposal and budget submitted in writing to the Foundation.  A grantee must provide to the Foundation a written request for permission to make any changes or alternate uses of grant funds, and no changes or alternate uses are authorized until approved in writing by the Foundation.

2. All publications relating to the activity for which a grant is made must acknowledge the support of the Foundation.  Joint grants by the Foundation and the College must acknowledge the support of both.

3. Upon completion of the project or activity for which a grant is made, a final report and evaluation must be promptly provided to the Foundation.

4. Grant funds must be expended within 6 months of the date of the award, and if not so expended, must be returned to the Foundation unless the Foundation has provided a written extension of time for such expenditure.
